I want to thank all of you who worked on several projects benefiting the City during the 
recent day of community service. I saw groups planting trees along the new streets in 
the historic township and am aware of others that addressed a variety of needs through-
out the City. It was a great show of support for the community by young and old alike 
and I hope all who participated feel a sense of satisfaction for the contribution you have 
made. 

Speaking of community service I'd also like to thank the thirteen residents who declared 
their candidacies for the three soon to be vacated City Council positions. No other City 
in Washington County saw that level of interest. The desire to serve in that capacity is a 
significant expression of commitment to our City and its future. The primary elections 
in September narrowed the field to six candidates whose names will appear on the No-
vember ballot. Candidate forums sponsored by The Spectrum and by the residents of 
Kayenta allowed each to express his or her views and to respond to questions. I hope 
many of you were able to attend. In any case I urge you to find out what you can about 
the candidates and cast an informed vote a few days from now. 

I was invited to attend the recent ribbon cutting for a new gymnasium in the Shivwitz 
community just west of Ivins. Several of the Band leaders spoke reciting the history of 
the seven year effort to acquire the facility, recounting colorful basketball stories from 
their earlier days and expressing their appreciation to all who had helped make the 
building possible. Princesses from several regional Bands introduced themselves and 
then with a wheel chair bound tribal elder lead a “march of all nations” into the new 
gym. The program concluded with the princesses performing a traditional dance           
 accompanied by an awesome drum circle. The celebration then continued outside 
 with horseshoe pitching, volleyball, an inflatable slide for the kids and good food  
  for everyone. We congratulate the Band knowing that their new gymnasium will be 
 a terrific place for them to have fun and get a little exercise. 

 Our Heritage Arts and Crafts Festival held in conjunction with Heritage Days and 
 once again featured the Shivwitz Band of Paiutes. They prepared several displays 
 showing everything from Native American art and bead work to traditional weap-
  onry. They sold Paiute tacos and fry bread to hungry visitors as well.   
  It’s certainly fitting that they would be included in our Heritage Days  
  activities. As a people they have a fascinating centuries old history in this 
  area and we’re proud to count them as friends and neighbors.

Two days previous our traditional “Evening in the 
Park” was held in the church cultural hall next 
door due to rain and the Public Safety open house 
took place in the fire station as usual.  About three 
hundred hearty souls braved the weather for a hot 
dog & chili dinner and a musical trip through the history of 
Ivins and then went next door to check out the fire engines. 

 
We used the occasion to have our formal ribbon 
cutting for the historic township road improve-
ment project. McKenzie Hansen who as a con-
cerned mother appealed to the City Council to get 
the job done cut the ribbon with representatives 

from Desert Hills Construction and City Staff assisting. With 
the project complete letters will now be sent to residents of the 
township area impacted by the SAA explaining final assess-
ments and payment options, information on how to acquire 
abandoned City right-of-way and an application to participate 
in the Good Samaritan Fund if the need exists. The Good Sa-
maritan Fund has grown slowly and steadily but more help is 
needed. If you are able I invite you to commit to a modest 
amount to add to your monthly City utility payment to help 
those in the township area who will struggle with the added 
financial burden. I thank you in advance for your generosity. 
 
The St. George Wagon Train made its final overnight stop in 
Ivins before parading through Santa Clara and completing its 
journey in St. George. The circle of covered 
wagons poised against the backdrop of our 
red mountain was a remarkable sight. I’m 
grateful to the Ivins LDS Stake for arranging 
to feed dinner to the company of three hun-
dred and I particularly want to thank Dave 
Terry, his family and helpers for preparing and serving a won-
derful meal on behalf of the City. The menu consisted of dutch 

oven beans, meat & potatoes, rolls and ice cream 
for dessert. It looked delicious. One weary trav-
eler said he went back for a third helping. Dave 
and his crew started preparing food at eleven 
o’clock in the morning and finished packing up 
around ten thirty that evening. What an effort!  
Job well done! 
 

Afterward we treated them to a condensed version of “Tony 
Ivins, He No Cheat”, an original musical written by Noni 
Sorensen and featuring Robert & Peggy Proffit 
with Don Martindale as narrator.  It sketched 
the life of our namesake Anthony W. Ivins in 
story and song and the wagon company thor-
oughly enjoyed it. Mayor Rick Rosenberg 
from Santa Clara, Mayor Dan McArthur from 
St. George and I all spoke briefly about the 
history of our cities and we sang a couple of 
songs together. It was a delightful evening. I want to thank 
Linda Elwell, our Festival Committee Chair for her hard work 
organizing the Heritage Days events and St. George Wagon 
Train reception. 

Finally, here’s an update on the Veterans Nursing Home. Three 
groups of contractors and architects were       
selected to present final designs and costs next 
March at which time the contract will be 
awarded. Construction is slated to begin in April.  
I had high hopes for a local team who put to-
gether an outstanding presentation but they were 
sadly not included as finalists. I will continue to 
lobby however for the use of our local construc-
tion labor force as will the area veterans groups.  
And FYI, the ground breaking ceremony anticipated for 
11/11/11 at 11:00 am has been postponed until December at the 
earliest. 
 
This potpourri of paragraphs has one connecting thread, grati-
tude. We who live here in Ivins have much to be thankful for.  
This is a very special place to live and I so appreciate all you do 
to make it that way. With the season of Thanksgiving upon us I 
wish you all a happy holiday and may the bounties of life be 
yours.

Keep in mind that the burn regulations allow for the burning of 
weeds, tree and bush limbs, leaves and other agricultural debris. 
They do not allow you to burn trash, garbage, or construction 
debris. 

We thank you for your efforts in keeping our city safe  How 
you handle a controlled burn can have a marked effect on the 
safety of your neighborhood. Please follow the guidelines listed 
above and have a safe burn season. 

Burn Season Open 
Chief Kevin Gildea, Ivins Public Safety Dept. 

The fall burn window will be open from October 15 through 
November 15, 2011. Burn windows are specific periods identi-
fied by State and Federal regulations where the burning of 
weeds and other agricultural debris is allowed. Burn windows 
are established to address fire safety and environmental con-
cerns and correspond with normal yearly weather patterns. With 
the opening of the fall burn season, you are welcome to use 
burning as a means of facilitating the cleanup of your proper-
ties. In order to burn within the city you need to obtain a burn 
permit. Permits are no cost and can be obtained over the Inter-
net. To obtain a burn permit go to www.sgcity.org/police and 
click on the County Burn Permit icon on the right side of the 
page, fill out the on-line permit and follow the instructions. If 
you do not have access to the Internet, contact the Dispatch 
center by phone at 435-627-4949 and ask to obtain a burn per-
mit. You must obtain the permit the day you intend to burn and 
it is good for that day only. It is important to remember that 
even with a burn permit you are responsible for any damage 
which results from your actions. To help you keep your burn 
activities under control and safe you should follow these guide-
lines: 

 Burn in small piles about the size of a wheelbarrow. 
This will produce less smoke and flame and will be 
easier for you to control. 

 Stay with your fire. Quick action can prevent fire 
spread. You can’t act quickly if you are not there. 

 Have a water source available. Water is our most read-
ily available extinguishing agent. Have a hose nearby 
and charged with water. 

 Don’t burn near buildings, flammable fencing, power 
poles, vehicles, or other flammable objects. 

 Don’t burn when it is windy. Extinguish your fire if 
the wind increases. Wind usually increases and 
changes direction before thunder storms and ahead of 
cold fronts. Wind drastically affects the direction of 
travel and intensity of fire. 

 Be sure your burn is extinguished before dark. Burning 
is only allowed during daylight hours. Fire appears 
more intense and nearer in the dark. 

 Make sure your fire is completely extinguished before 
you leave it. Check it to insure that there are no re-
maining hotspots. 

 Make sure that the weeds and clippings you are burn-
ing are dry and will burn readily. It is unlawful to cre-
ate a nuisance by generating excess smoke while burn-
ing.

Smoke Detectors 
Ivins Public Safety Department  

Smoke detectors save lives, but they only save 
lives if they are kept in working condition. To 
keep your detectors working your fire department 
recommends the following: 

Test them. Manufacturers recommend that smoke detectors be 
tested on a monthly basis to insure they are working. On the 
face of the detector there is a test button. To test your detectors 
press and hold the button until the detector sounds an alarm. If 
your detectors are interconnected they should all sound together 
when one is activated.   

Change your batteries. Most detectors today are equipped 
with a 9-volt battery. Even if your detectors are connected to a 
120 volt electrical circuit in your home, they likely have a bat-
tery as a back-up source of power in case your electricity goes 
off. Your smoke detector batteries should be replaced at least 
once a year. Smoke detectors are generally located near or on 
the ceiling which makes them difficult to reach. If you need 
help to change the batteries please contact the Ivins City Fire 
Department to help. They can be reached at (435) 674-1083. 
You must supply the batteries.   

Clean Them. Detectors can accumulate dust in them which 
sometimes results in them going off when no fire is present. It 
is a good idea to clean them at least once a year or after you 
have remodeled or done anything which generates a lot of dust. 
You can use a can of dry compressed air to remove dust to keep 
them working properly. 

Replace them. Smoke detectors last from 8 to 10 years. Some 
may last longer but it is a good rule of thumb to change them 
every 10 years or anytime they don't function properly. Some-
thing to consider is purchasing “Ultralife” smoke alarm lithium 
battery that is good for ten years and specifically for smoke 
detectors.

Benefits of Having Your Pet Spayed or Neutered 
Having your pet spayed or neutered is healthy for animals and 
their owners. Having your pet neutered can help your pet live 
longer and healthier life. Spaying your pet will eliminate the 
nervous pacing of a female cat. Spaying a female dog will 
eliminate the untidiness associated with your pet in heat. If you 
have more than one dog they will also get along better. 

Long term benefits of spaying and neutering includes improved 
health for both cats and dogs. Having a female pet spayed prior 
to their first heat nearly eliminates the risk of cancer in both 
dogs and cats. 

Parents will often say they want their children to witness the 
miracles of birth, please buy them a DVD instead. This will 
save animals lives. The cost of feeding puppies and kittens and 
vet bills soon makes that idea costly for all parties involved. A 
more important lesson to teach your children would be a re-
sponsible pet ownership and concern for life by explaining why 
dogs and cats should not have babies. 

Spaying and neutering does not affect the personality of dogs or 
cats. In fact, they tend to be less aggressive and not distracted 
by the instinctual need to roam so they can mate.
